Determining the Directions and Ways of Transforming Science and Education in the Context of Ukraine's European Integration

Main Goal of the Project:

To support development of the Government policy of the scientific and educational reform in Ukraine.
Main objectives of the Project:
· Analyze the mindset and background of the reforming alternatives in Ukraine.

· Comparatively analyze the available experience of the developed and post-soviet countries in this area.

· Define and recommend alternative scenarios of transformation of the science and education in Ukraine in the context of prospective European integration.

Background:
In the first years of independence the both sectors left beyond the policy priorities of the Government as the latter failed to develop a comprehensive economic strategy.

Both quality of human resources and development of intellectual and technological potential of the nation as well as  introduction of the innovations to the economy depend on the status of the science and education. Today lack of structural reconstruction in these fields hampers economic stability, as in soviet times these sectors served the interests of the totalitarian regime. Thus, one could not object that there is an urgent need in administrative and budget reform in the both sectors.

Brief Description of the Project:
The Project TORs included:

· Writing of analytical reports on the project issues;

· Development and facilitation of the expert surveys;

· Series of discussions of the  analytical reports and survey results.

In the course of project duration there took place three work group meetings and two workshops with the representatives of both governmental agencies and NGOs: on 11/01/99 :”Scenarios of the prospective reform of the science and education”; and on 12/08/99 : “Defining priorities for the scientific and educational development”. Total number of the project participants (including the participants of the expert surveys) amounted to 56 persons.
